Ruck Contests

Spirit of the Law in relation to ruck contests?

The player whose sole objective is to contest the ruck shall be
permitted to do so.



Ruck Contests

Where incidental contact occurs and the spirit
of the law is upheld — play on.

lllegal contact = push, block, fend, bump, hold,
high contact.

Forceful Contact Below the Knees

What cues are we looking for?

 Generally front on contact
* Bowling ball effect
* Take your time / take in the action

Insufficient Intent

What cues are we looking for?



Insufficient Intent Cues

Empty space
Player steps over the line
Kick/handball/knock on to the line.

PRESSURE is NOT a factor. (different from DRB)
However, no FK for a genuine skill error when showing sufficient

intent.
Or for a spoil in a marking contest.
