On Field

* Decisional accuracy (pays only major and obvious free kicks)
 Match management (takes appropriate action, especially at set plays and volatile

situations)
 Game Plan implementation (Protect the ball player; work for the team; works hard/

gets the one percenters; takes control when needed; blend into the game)

e Consistent effort (strong work rate; change of pace; in the best position)
e Appropriate communication (to players, officials and other umpires)



Off Field

 Has made themselves available for selection on a regular basis.

 Regular attendance at pre-season training

 Regular attendance at in-season training

« Commitment to your fitness (training on off days)

* Regular attendance at coaching sessions

* Presentation (off and on the field; punctuality)

» Coachability (putting into practice feedback from coaches and following instructions)
e Commitment to umpiring in the AFLSE and with SUA.

* Positive representation of the AFLSE and SUA brands.

 Teamwork (commitment to the umpiring team on the day and the group as a whole)
* Appropriate communication when unable to attend training, coaching or to umpire
