First Division One Senior match : Rohan Murphy – Mornington v Frankston YCW. 

 
Wednesday : Skill Drills 
 
Wednesday night’s session focussed on the following skills in the 2 and 3 umpire systems; 
 

1. Positioning in the mid zone in between the kicker and the next contest. This is very 
important when the mid zone umpire does not have the support of either end zone. We 
need to ensure that we have strong control over the mark, however are also in good 
position to be able to view the next contest from side on. Note in the below examples that 
the mid zone umpire has good control over the mark, however has not pushed down 
sufficiently to be able to see the next contest from side on; 
 
RD hangs around at mark. Push down. (loom.com) 
DL SKC. Once you have set up push down the ground to the next contest. (loom.com) 
KH. Ball out on full. Does the right player take the kick?Be 1/2 way between kicker and 
contest (loom.com) 
 

 
2. Pushing up to support as end zone. We don’t need to push up any further than 5-10m inside 

of the centre square. It is important that the end zone umpire is proactive in their 
movement so that the transition from the mid zone umpire calling stand to the end zone 
umpire doing the same is seamless.

1. One percenter – Kade pays a correct downfield FK and then does well to ensure that the 
correct player takes the kick, 
KS. C downfield. Excellent 1%er getting right player (loom.com) 
 

2. Correct HTB for an evade from Xavier. 
XW C HTB - evade (loom.com) 
 

3. Work hard – Rohan pushes hard and communicates well to ensure players are back on their 
correct mark (back to the 9) 
RD SKC - management of back to 9. (loom.com) 
 

4. Correct Kick Likely to cause injury paid by Jarryd. 
JK C KLTCI (loom.com) 
 

5. Correct non FK for Kicking Likely to cause injury by Jackson
